What is the census?
The census is a count of everyone living in the United States every 10 years.

Why is the census important to my community?

e Census data directly affect how more than $300 billion per year in federal and state fundmg is
allocated to communities for neighborhood improvements, public health, education,
transportation and much more.

e (Census data is used to draw local, county, state and federal political districts for elections that
determine which public officials will represent you.

e Census data is also used to apportion seats in the U.S. House of Representatives and to
redistrict state legislatures.

e Census data show where people live and the shifts in population every 10 years. Census Data
is used in community planning, for example, to decide where to provide services for the
elderly, where to build new roads and schools, and where to locate job training centers.

What is the time line for doing the census work?

Recruitment work for early census work started in the Fall of 2008. Census workers will begin the
census count April 1, 2010 and complete the census count in July 2010.

Can I work as a census worker?

YES! You must apply and meet the qualifications. Start the application process NOW for local
census jobs for the early census operations. Most of the census workers will be hired in early 2010.

What types of jobs are available?

Thousands of census workers are needed to update address lists and conduct interviews with
community residents. Most positions require a valid driver's license and use of a vehicle. However,
public transportation may be authorized in certain areas. They have Regional Office Jobs, State Office
Jobs, Local County Jobs, Field Supervisors, Crew Leaders, & Enumerators jobs available.

What is the pay scale?

Census workers get paid on a weekly basis. In addition, you will be reimbursed for authorized mileage
and related expenses. Alabama’s pay rate starts at the local county level for enumerators $8.00 -
$16.00. State office workers start at $11.25.

What are the qualifications to become a census worker?

Pass your written test of basic skills and pass a background check. You need to be 18 years of age
with proper identification. You must be able to speak, walk, and talk effectively. You must commit to
getting 4 days of paid training.

How do I prepare for the basic skills test?

Take the practice test that has been made available by the Census Bureau. You must make a passing
score to be considered for employment.

Check in with the testing coordinator for the next steps. The next steps will involve confirmation of
back ground check and then a time schedule for your mandatory 4 days of paid training.
